ORDINANCE 2006-1

      AMENDING CHAPTER 109-3-B

  INCREASING BOARD OF HEALTH FEES IN PARK RIDGE


WHEREAS, the Board of Health has been advised that new

legislation has been passed increasing the license fee for some types of

establishments regulated by the Board of Health.


WHEREAS, the Board of Health deems it to be in the best interest 

for the public health and welfare of the citizens of Park Ridge to increase 

these fees.


NOW THEREFORE be it ordained by the Board of Health of the

Borough of Park Ridge that Chapter 109 is amended as follows:

Section I.  LICENSE FEES; LATE FEES; EXEMPTIONS.

A. An establishment which fails to obtain a  renewal of an

establishment license in the month of December in any calendar

year for previously licensed establishments and/or fails to obtain 

a retail food license before a new establishment opens for business

shall pay a late fee of $25.00 for all licenses valued at $99.00 and

below; $50.00 for each license valued at  $100.00 and above; and 

$200.00 for each license valued at $200.00 and above.  Late fees and/or
fines shall be paid administratively to the Park Ridge Board o f Health.
B. The following businesses and enterprises conducted within the

Borough of Park Ridge shall be required to secure a license to

      C.       As provided in § 75-6B of the Code of the Borough of Park

                Ridge, charitable, religious, civic, educational and non-profit

                corporations, associations and institutions shall be exempt from 

                the  payment of licensing fees; provided, however, that said 

                organization shall be inspected and meet all the requirements of  

                the Board of Health.
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SECTION II.   ENFORCEMENT; VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES.

A. This chapter shall be enforced by the Health Officer or the delegated

representative.

B. Any person, persons or body corporation or anyone required to have a

license as set forth in § 109-2 failing to have a license or permit

be in violation of this chapter and shall be subject to a fine of not

 more than $300.00 nor less than $50.00 for each day the violation 

exists.  Fines shall be paid administratively to the Board of Health.

Section III.   SEVERABILITY.

 If any section, part of any section, or clause or phrase of this

 ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional,

such decision shall not affect the remaining provisions of the 

ordinance.  The governing body of the Borough of Park Ridge 

declares that it would have passed the ordinance and each section and

subsection thereof, irrespective of the facts that one or more of the

subsections, sentences, clauses or phrases may be declared 

unconstitutional or invalid.

Section IV.     INVALIDITY.
If any section, subsection, paragraph, sentence or other of this

ordinance is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid, such judgment 

                 shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of this ordinance, but

                shall be confirmed in its effect to the section, subsection, paragraph,

                sentence or other part of this ordinance directly involved in the 

                controversy in which said judgment shall have been rendered and all

               other provisions of this ordinance shall remain in full force and effect.

Section V.      EFFECTIVE DATE.

This ordinance shall take effect on the earliest date allowed by law

following final passage, adoption and publication.
The Secretary reported that the ordinance had been advertised in The Record.  No communication had been received concerning the passage of this ordinance.
The President asked if anyone present wished to be heard concerning the passage of this ordinance.  No one had any comments.

A vote was taken to adopt Ordinance 2006-1.  Ayes carried unanimously. 
REPORT – ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH SPECIALIST 
Ms. Quinn reported that the A&P is scheduled for renovation in February or March of 2007.  She also informed the Board that Café 99 would now be open for lunch.

49 LINDEN AVE –  Ms. Quinn stated that the owner of this residence drained the stagnant water in his pool.  It was the worst condition that had ever been seen by the Mosquito Control Authority.  
MARRIOTT – The director of pools at the Marriott contracted for a new chlorine control system.  Since the new system was installed, the Garden State Lab test results have been good.

PASSION NAILS – Ms. Quinn received a complaint regarding the cleanliness of the nail salon.  She went to inspect the salon with a State inspector.  The majority of the employees were not licensed, and the conditions were not as clean as they should have been.   Ms. Quinn informed the Board members that any nail salon complaint has to be submitted in writing to the State Cosmetology Board.  An inspector is then sent out.  

A $300 fine is issued for each unlicensed employee and a $300 fine issued to the establishment.  Unfortunately, there are not enough inspectors to satisfy the number of complaints received.  There is only one inspector for all of Bergen and Passaic Counties.
Dr. Valas suggested that the Board Secretary get the Cosmetology Board complaint form online and have a supply of them in the office.  
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BEARS NEST CONDO POOL – In July, the pool had to be closed.  There were two unsatisfactory bacterial testing results, which caused a PH problem.  The pool was shocked, and the problem was remedied.

PARK RIDGE DINER – Testing of the egg salad and the tuna salad was not good. 
Ms. Quinn went to the Diner to watch the employees prepare the salads and to advise them on the proper preparation method.  The testing since then has been perfect.  The Diner was a candidate in the County Gold Star Program for restaurants.
128 MIDLAND AVENUE -  The dog at this address, which had bitten many people in the past, bit someone again.  The owner had been advised by Tyco Animal Control that if there was another incident, the dog would have to be put down.  The owner complied.
A&P – Ms. Quinn stated that there were many items out of date on the shelves.  The bakery had numerous violations and was given a conditional rating.  There were items out of code in the meat department, where new shelving was going to be installed.  She met with the manager of the store.
VALENTINO’S RESTAURANT -  Ms. Quinn inspected and gave the restaurant a conditional rating because of numerous violations.  The dishwasher was also in disrepair.
LE PETIT GATEAU – There were repeated violations, and the bakery was given a conditional rating.  Ms. Quinn stated that they don’t clean up as they go along, and that they are outgrowing the facility.
HOLIDAY PARTY  - The Board members decided that they would hold their annual holiday party on December 14.  The Secretary was asked to extend invitations to Mayor and Mrs. Ruschman, Mr. & Mrs. Gene Vinci, Ms. Ann Kilmartin and Ms. Linda Quinn.
BERGEN COMMUNITY HEALTH CARE – The Board reviewed the 2007 Bergen Community Health Care Proposal.  It was agreed unanimously to approve the contract for services, when it is received.
FLU PROGRAM

A motion was made by Ms. Roy to accept the Professional Services Agreement for 2006-2007 with the County of Bergen Department of Health Services for services provided in conjunction with the 2006 Flu Clinic and the requirements of HIPPA.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Meyer.
