PARK RIDGE RECREATION & CULTURAL COMMITTEE
MONTHLY MEETING MINUTES
Monday, September 17, 2012

Chairperson Steve Masson called the regular meeting of the Park Ridge Recreation & Cultural Committee to order on Monday, September 17, 2012 at 7:30 PM at the Community Center.

Events: 
Rag-a-Muffin Parade:  Rag-a-Muffin Parade will be held on Saturday, October 20th (rain date Sunday, October 21st).  Starting at Depot Square at 3:00 PM and ending at the Pavilion at Davies field.

There was discussion regarding the specific items to order for the event, such as Pumpkins (small & large), Cider, Donuts, Cups, Napkins, Hay, Lolli Pops, Award Ribbons, index cards.  Discussed the set-up of items like the stage, sound system, items from Rec Shed, Frankenstein’s Closet.  The event needs a Master of Ceremonies (Kevin Deen?), 3 Judges (Mayor? + 2), and a sponsor (Lolli-Pop School?).  There was discussion on the marketing of the vent via Email blast (Rec & via Schools), Local Papers, PKRG, Town Elec Sign, Banner, Flyers posted and distributed.  Need to alert the Police, Reserve police, and field coordinator.   

Bowling Night:  Discussion regarding the second Family Bowling Night to be held on Nov 4th, Sunday at the Montvale Lanes.   It was confirmed that we would want to again take the larger side of the lanes, hoping to have at least 106 bowlers like the last event or more.  Bob Oppelt was going to contact the lanes and reserve the date.   We will be looking for a food sponsor, possibly Ridgemont Pizza.  Again the drinks would need to be purchased thru the Lanes.  We will need to develop the flyers, post on electronic board, send email blast, send to schools, PKRG, and Local Papers.   

Tree Lighting:  The tree lighting will be held on Dec 2nd, Sunday with a rain date of Dec 8th, Saturday.  Andy will be leading the charge on this event.  We discussed coordinating it with the Girls Scouts (elves), Boy Scouts (set up and clean up), Police & Reserve Police, and Fire Dept.   The Utility Department would be contacted for insight on any give-a-ways.  The Fire Department may want to have a truck displayed?   There was also discussion about possibly having Hay Rides drawn by tractors, possibly DePiero’s Farms.   Need to have stage set up, lighting, look into how to make hot water, (maybe work with a local business), and speak with Ridge Diner about clean-up. 

National Circus of the Republic of China:   Mike Raia mentioned that Elise has contacted Bergen Pac regarding dates and Nov 10th is being considered for a family pack through group sales.  More to come.


Fireworks Review:   There was a discussion regarding the results of the Fireworks.  The overall feedback from residents was it went well.  Good attendance, good band and good fireworks.  Even the local papers picked up the event!   Adjustments for next year include longer and larger fireworks, maybe look into who the Rockland Boulders use, Green sheet bounce house & ice cream vendor, additional port-a-potty (4), contact the Tri-Boro Amb, Confirm with school the sprinkler system is off and key provided, add nets for Volleyball, maybe add a pie eating contest, spray field for bugs (see county), during clean up provide rakes & garbage bags.   Larry Stevens Band has shown interest in playing again next year and suggests they use the professional sound system again.  This cost is $3,000 and the Rec Comm will request they place the event in their calendar.

New Business:

Rec. Storage Shed: The Rec. Comm is working to replace the current wooden shed and metal storage container with a single metal building that will house all the Rec. Comm items, safely.  An update on the shed was presented, including two firms that made metal sheds, timelines for project, draft drawings of location & size, costs, footing and foundation draft drawings, and photos of existing area.   Mike Raia confirmed that he can have “professional drawing” made up.  Kenny Brouwer will get a written price on one of the sheds, one shed pricing has been submitted in written form and there will be a third.  Permits to be worked on with Nick.  Need to arrange for footings to be dug.  There will be footings, block, and flooring.  The shed will also include power, lighting, alarm, and camera’s.

Fall Festival – Street Fair:  Discussed further ideas on Street Fair and the idea of Farmer’s Market.  Presented information on “how to” set up a Farmer’s Market.  The Rec Comm is very concerned about a Farmer’s Market at Depot Square, it conflicts with DePiero’s Farm.  They have been great supporters in town.  The Rec Comm would like to continue to explore a Street Fair, but not for this Fall.  Steve Masson has discussed this with the Chamber and will again discuss it at their next meeting. 

Rec. Comm. Trailer:  There was discussion on the status of the trailer hitch, during the last event it was not working properly.  Lyn was going to contact Bill Beattie and Pete Wayne to determine if this is a boro vehicle and see about it getting checked out and any repairs if needed.  

Other Business:
The meeting was adjourned at approximately 9:40 PM. The next meeting is scheduled for October 15, 2012 at 7:30 PM in the Community Center in the basement of the Borough Hall.
