Guest Speakers:  

Rick Farraj & Mitch Lane, Free Masons, ChIP at Town Picnic: They discussed the Child Identification Program. Some components of the program include fingerprinting, dental mouth guards with key identifiers, and DNA sampling. The only information kept by the Free Masons is a permission slip. Participating children will receive a voucher for free food.

Pete Mauro, PRFD Chief, PRFD at Town Picnic: We will have fire trucks at the picnic. Focus will be on fire safety knowledge. They are hoping to get use of the county trailer, which has an amphitheater.

David Solarino, Total Entertainment at Town Picnic: Company has provided rides for last two 2 years. There will be a fee, however David will rework the packages to bring the cost down. We can sell tickets or wristbands. If we get sponsorships, we may be able to provide for free. We need to let David know by the end of April whether we will commit.

Frank Farinaro, PRAA, Food at Town Picnic: PRAA activities to be shut down for the day. PRAA will assist in food preparation, cooking and serving.  Park Ridge Marriott will order and store all of the food. Water will be supplied by the Marriott.  Marriott Staff will help cook the food. Seniors will eat for free.

Michelle Matula, Chamber of Commerce:  Discussed the Chamber and their interest in working with the Rec Com through events like the Car Show and the Town Picnic.  Discussed Chamber sponsorship as well as individual business sponsorship.  Rec Com is interested in helping businesses benefit via this relationship. 

Car Show: Ray Mital provided an update on the progress of the car show plans.  This event will be moved to May 12th, as the 13th is Mother’s Day. Michelle Matula from the Chamber of Commerce wants to help, possibly sponsoring trophies and / or judging the cars and giving out trophies. She would also like to inquire about sponsoring a ride or games at the town picnic. 

Bowling Night: Elise provided an update on the event.  Bowling Night is scheduled for March 25th from 6 to 8 PM. Approximately 100 signed up. Broadway Joe’s is sponsoring the event.  Elise is to finalize menu selections from Broadway Joe’s and cover check-in process at Montvale Lanes.

Sports Event: The sports event this year will be a Rockland Boulders baseball game. A date of July 26th has been decided (against Newark Bears).  Paul Scarduffa will chair this event. We will be on the sunset deck. A 2-½ hour buffet is included. There will be fireworks. Tickets are $21 per person.

Other Business:
