ADOPTION 2013 MUNICIPAL BUDGET
AUTHORIZING READING OF BUDGET BY TITLE

Mayor Maguire: just wanted to commend the Finance Committee on the job they did on
preparing the budget this year. The budget gets harder and harder every year. | also want to
commend the council on the job they did controlling the items we could control. There are
certain things we have control over namely spending and they did a very good job in that area.
The other areas included the loss of ratable’s that hit us pretty hard.

At the last introduction we had a few questions on comp time - to clarify that question the comp
time is capped federally at 480 hours. The only people permitted to take comp time are the
Police. The clerical workers do not receive comp time in the Borough of Park Ridge. The other
question was the employee cost - we have done a very good job managing our contracts. We
managed to negotiate some significant things into the contract namely eliminating legacy
benefits, namely lifetime medical for new hires and the longevity pay. We have hired three or
four people. These changes in contracts are already helping us in managing these legacy benefits
and costs.

Council President Misciagna: | do want to speak about negotiations; | have negotiated a few
contracts in my life. One of the things you do if you are doing it properly when you go into
negotiations you have a short term goal and long term goal. As everybody knows, these are
difficult negotiations. We certainly don’t want to lose services and have a lot of items and we
took into account both short term and long term items. Short term we were able to negotiate a
zero percent increase to the four departments -the white collar clerical workers, the Water &
Electric Department, Road Department and the Police Department. We are able to satisfy the
short term needs. We have three out four complete so far. We have to negotiate in good faith. We
are very proud of that. On the long term goals we were attempting to get rid of some of this
unfunded liability we have. We were able to satisfy two of those needs - one is lifetime medical
everybody looks at the newspaper and that is the biggest expense we have. So very important for
us to look at new hires and not have that burden of lifetime medical. We were able to convince
the collective barging units that it would be a prudent thing to do so lifetime medical will not be
offered out to new hires. Also, the longevity pay which upsets a lot of people that was negotiated
out. I wanted to make that clear. | didn’t have the opportunity to speak at the budget hearing. We
have made some exceptional strides. The other item that was brought up was the comp time but
it is capped - comes out to be 12 weeks - the reason we didn’t attack that is it is a cap. We know
what are exposure is there. | appreciate the opportunity to speak.

Mayor Maguire: Thank you Keith for your leadership and negotiating for those contracts. For
the record, | do want to thank, Finance Committee, Kelley, Colleen, and the auditor, Jeff Bliss,
as well as Mayor and Council for their efforts with this budget. Councilman Bosi do you have
anything you want to add?
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Councilman Bosi: Just a few words - the only thing I will add is the $109.00 increase, $48.00
is attributable to the ratable decline - $37.00 had to do with cleaning up with unfunded liabilities
from prior years and $24.00 was due to the municipal expenses. Like the Mayor said, it’s a piece
that the Mayor and Council can control that was the smallest part of the overall increase. The
Finance Committee went into the process viewing that every dollar spent was treated as one of
our own dollars. We looked at every line item. | think we have given the resident of Park Ridge a
budget that is doable - tax increases are never good so we are always trying to keep it as low as
possible. Thank you

FROM THE ELECTRIC UTILITY CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUND

Electric Utility Capital Ordinance appropriating the sum of $150,000 for the purchase of electric
distribution infrastructure materials by the Borough of Park Ridge and to appropriate $150,000
from the Electric Utility Capital Improvement Fund.

BOROUGH OF PARK RIDGE
ORDINANCE NO. 2013-008

AN ELECTRIC UTILITY CAPITAL ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING THE SUM OF $150,000 FOR THE
PURCHASE OF ELECTRIC DISTRIBUTION INFRASTRUCTURE MATERIALS BY THE BOROUGH OF
PARK RIDGE AND TO APPROPRIATE $150,000 FROM THE ELECTRIC UTILITY CAPITAL
IMPROVEMENT FUND

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Park Ridge in the County of Bergen, New
Jersey (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) as follows:

SECTION 1. The improvement described in Section 2 of this Ordinance is hereby respectively authorized as a general
electric utility improvement to be made by the Borough of Park Ridge, New Jersey, for the said improvements or
purposes stated in Section 2, there are hereby appropriated the sum of money therein stated as the appropriation made
for said improvement or purpose, said sum being inclusive of all appropriations herefore made thereof and amounting
in the aggregate to $150,000 which is now available from the Electric Utility Capital Improvement Fund.

SECTION 2. The Borough of Park Ridge, in the County of Bergen, State of New Jersey, is hereby authorized to
provide for the following:
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The purchase of electric distribution infrastructure materials to be installed in the
electric distribution system, including but not limited to cable and wire, overhead and
underground transformers, utility poles, pole line hardware, street lighting equipment,
underground conduit and accessories and substation equipment and all related
materials and appurtenances necessary and suitable therefor.

$150,000

SECTION 3. Itis hereby determined and stated:

(@  That said purpose is not a current expense. That the same is an improvement which the municipality
may lawfully make and that no part of the cost of said improvement has been or shall be specifically be
assessed on properties specifically benefited.

(b) Itis not necessary to finance said appropriation by the issuance of obligations by the Borough of Park
Ridge pursuant to the Local Bond Law of the State of New Jersey, for the reason that monies sufficient
to cover the appropriation thereof shall be available from the Electric Utility Capital Improvement
Fund in the amount of $150,000.

SECTION 4. The Capital Budget of the Borough of Park Ridge is hereby amended or established to conform with the
provisions of this Ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith. The resolution in the form promulgated by
the Local Finance Board showing all detail of the amended or temporary Capital Budget and capital program as
approved by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services, is on file with the Clerk and is available for
public inspection.

SECTION 5. The sum of $150,000 is hereby appropriated for the aforementioned purpose.

SECTION 6. Itis hereby determined and stated that no supplemental debt statement is required to be made and signed
in connection with said appropriation, since the gross debt of the municipality, as defined under the Local Bond Law, is
not increased by this Ordinance and no obligations in the matter of notes or bonds are authorized by this Ordinance.

SECTION 7. This Ordinance shall take effect after publication thereof and final passage as required by law.

Mayor Maguire asks the Borough Administrator to give a brief description of this ordinance.

Ms. O’Donnell: The absence of our CFO what this ordinance does is first reading for
appropriation of materials necessary to maintain the electric utility infrastructure such as utility
poles, cable, hardware and transformers.

Mayor Maguire asks if anyone present wishes to be heard concerning the introduction of this
ordinance.

George Mehm: 92 Greenbrook Place - part of this is when we were going through the budget -
-it is the electric budget -we had some money in our capital improvement fund. What we are
doing is taking out $150,000 out of it to cover some long lived assets but what it also allowed us
to do was take that money out of our operating budget - so that was a conscious decision. Want
to clarify one thing you were saying- since the contracts have been agreed to and management
changes to several employees that come under the lifetime medical issue and longevity, we hired
one in the electric department and both as a replacement in water and two as replacement in road
department. There were two or three in office staff -so far between six and seven already covered
under those changes we are negotiating.

Mayor Maguire: These were certainly difficult negotiations and difficult contracts but as you
can see there are helping us manage the business of the borough. So thank you.

Mayor Maguire asks for a motion to pass this ordinance on first reading by title and that it
be published in full in the Ridgewood News with notice of Public Hearing to be held on
May 14, 2013.

REPORTS OF THE GOVERNING BODY:

Councilmember Hopper: Board of Health has been busy -review of fees compared to other
towns in Pascack Valley Board of Health also through County provider doing grief counseling.
The Chamber of Commerce is very active there are still concerns about parking.

Councilmember Oppelt: First of all, my congratulation to the soccer members for their
accomplishments and also to all the soccer moms and dads for the hours of support and
attendance to the games.

e Clean up of the northeast corner of the lake has started with the strong support of the Shade
Tree Committee.. The work of trimming the trees is being done in preparation of the
planting of about 150 new samplings.

e The recording of the Budget Mayor and Council Meeting is now being aired on PKRG.
From the Green Team - Bi-State Cleanup - 52 volunteers over 700 Ibs collected plus six
other towns. United Water, Hackensack River Keeper and NJDEP Ambassador Support in
Park Ridge. Bob would like to thank Barbara and the team for getting this all organized.
Applying for BCUA Grants for schools again.

Sulak Recycling Cans —Thanks to Bill and Pete for the quick turnaround .The NJ Tree
Foundation - trees have arrived, need to meet with Jim, Kelley and Pete Wayne to discuss
locations and watering. Wildlife Interaction Plan Draft is almost complete. Green Team will
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meet with the Planning Board and Planner on May 10th. Mayor and Council review for
approval mid May.

Councilmember Bosi: Start with Utilities - | am going to read the 2012 Annual Recycling
Tonnage Report. The total recycling tonnage that the borough will be reporting in 2012 is 9,177
tons. This is approximately a 35% increase that the borough reported in 2011. In 2011 the
Borough reported 6,787 ton.

The curbside collection of paper and comingled resulted in 810 ton. This is approximately a 3%
increase from 2011. In 2011 785 ton was collected.

At the recycling center, we have collected and recycled 1512 ton of material. This includes
newspaper, cardboard, comingle, and scrap metal, used motor oil, used antifreeze, used
automobile batteries, tires, concrete, asphalt, grass, brush (not including the storm debris), and
consumer electronics. This is approximately a 17% increase from 2011. In 2011 the Borough
collected and recycled 1,292 ton of material from the Recycling Center.

The storm debris that was collected after Hurricane Sandy amounted to 1,077 ton. This debris
was grinded and left as mulch for the residents of Park Ridge. The storm debris collected in 2011
from Hurricane Irene and the October snow storm was 1,500 ton.

The annual Street Sweeping Program produced 76 ton of material. This is included in the total of
tonnage taken in at the recycling center.

Our annual Leaf Collection Program produced 2,548 ton of leaves which were collected and
transported by our DPW staff to organic Recycling Inc. for recycling. This is approximately a
10% increase from 2011. In 2011 the leaf program collected 2,315 ton of leaves.

The Borough is also claiming 3,214 ton of recycled material that came from commercial
properties within the borders of Park Ridge. This is approximately a 375% increase from 2011.
In 2011 the Borough reported 672 ton. The reason for such a large increase is due to better
reporting and gathering of recycling tonnage numbers from more commercial properties and
dealing with the various haulers. We are recycling a lot more than the prior year.

As far as utilities, the Road Department is out doing the potholes at a rapid pace from the winter
as well as getting the fields ready for opening day. We are also working on the 2013 Road
Program with Eve. On the Electric side, the wire shed is moving along and ahead of schedule.
Lastly, the Electric Department reported all the effects from Sandy are all 100% completed. On
the Finance side, tonight we adopted the 2013 budget. Thank you.

Councilmember Kilmartin:  No Report
