BOROUGH OF PARK RIDGE 
ORDINANCE NO. 016 – 004 

 
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 86 

OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF PARK RIDGE 
ENTITLED “REMOVAL OF SNOW, ICE AND DEBRIS.” 

 
 WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Park Ridge have determined that it is in the best 
interests and safety of the residents of the Borough to require property owners and occupants to remove snow or ice 
from any fire hydrant abutting property owned or occupied by any person or entity; and 
  
 WHEREAS, the Laws of the State of New Jersey authorize the adoption of ordinances requiring owners 
and/or occupants to remove snow and ice from fire hydrants in front of abutting properties; 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Park Ridge, in 
the County of Bergen and State of New Jersey as follows: 
 
SECTION ONE:  “Chapter 86 of the Code of the Borough of Park Ridge is hereby amended to include the 
following additional section. 
 
§ 86-5 Obstruction of Fire Hydrants.   
 
 A.  The owner, tenant or occupant of lands abutting any fire hydrant shall maintain the area within a five 
(5) foot perimeter of the center of the hydrant free of all ice and snow.  The removal of ice and/or snow shall be 
completed within twenty-four (24) hours after the final accumulation of snow or ice has ceased. 
 
 B.  In the event an owner, tenant or occupant fails to comply with the provisions of Paragraph A of this 
Section, the snow or ice surrounding a hydrant may be removed by the Borough, or any department of the Borough, 
with the owner, tenant or occupant paying a charge of seventy-five dollars ($75.00) to the Borough for the service.  
Failure to remove snow or ice from a fire hydrant shall not subject a person to the penalties contained in Section 86-
4 of Article 86 of the Park Ridge Code. 
 
SECTION TWO.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed. 
 
SECTION THREE:  Severability.  The provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared to be severable.  Should 
any section, paragraph, subparagraph, provision, sentence, or part hereof be declared invalid or unconstitutional, 
said finding shall not affect any other section, paragraph, subparagraph, provision, sentence, or part thereof and the 
remainder of this ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective. 
 
SECTION FOUR:  Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately following final passage, adoption 
and publication as provided by law.”                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                         

 
 
Mayor Maguire asks the Borough Attorney to give a brief description of this Ordinance.  
 
 
Mr. Ten Hoeve:    Briefly, this is an ordinance to require residents and commercial property 
owners to remove snow from fire hydrants as they are already required to do with regard to 
sidewalks.  
 
 
Mayor Maguire asks if anyone wishes to be heard concerning the introduction of this ordinance. 
 
Frank Fenwick – 5 Mae Court –  I have lived in town for about maybe twenty-five (25) years.  
A bit concerned about the Ordinance understanding intent but wondering about the ins and outs 
of the details.  In particular, like in my case I’m not sure if the fire hydrant is on my property or 
my neighbor’s property but the word “occupied” that is in the ordinance so I almost knocked on 
Ryan’s door and said, “Hey, do you want to come down her.”  I believe this is the first hearing 
on this, I believe. 
 
Mayor Maguire: This is in the introduction so this the first comment period. 
 
Frank Fenwick: After we are done, I’m sure I’ll have to chit-chat with Ryan, but anyway, I 
never got any notice of this ordinance or intent.  Do we know who has fire hydrants on their 
property? 
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Mayor Maguire: We could certainly find that out. 
 
Mr. Ten Hoeve: Notice isn’t required to be given.  
 
Frank Fenwick I believe…. 
 
Mr. Ten Hoeve: Let me finish - let me finish.  We don’t interrupt you.  Notice doesn’t have 
to be given to any property owner with regard to the introduction of an ordinance and if you have 
a question, I would suggest you could probably contact either the Fire Official in the Borough 
who can probably best tell you whether you have a hydrant that abuts your property or not or you 
might be able to contact the Borough Administrator who can also tell you I’m sure. 
 
Frank Fenwick: I think it would be common sense to let people know that have fire 
hydrants on the property that you are proposing this drastic change and it is a drastic change. 
 
Mayor Maguire: I think part of the discussion we had is we want the residents to share in 
some of the responsibility for making sure that… 
 
Frank Fenwick: I don’t make it snow.  I don’t have that kind of power.  I can’t control 
when the plow comes and where the plow dumps the snow.  It is not my intent to inform 
everybody of my personal health, but I have issues.  I have severely reduced lung capacity.  I 
went to the hospital with a massive pulmonary embolism.  I have blood pressure issues.  I am not 
supposed to overexert myself.   Yet, if I have to comply with this thing, I get whacked for 
seventy-five dollars ($75.00) if I don’t do it and for all intent and purposes, when I bought the 
property twenty-five (25) years ago, I was never informed that the town twenty-five (25) years 
later was going say “Frank, you are going to have to pay a fine if you can’t do this.   It is just 
kind of weird.  In the past when there has been snow – I’ve lived here for all these years – 
whether it is the Fire Department or whoever has come when there has been three feet of snow 
and dug out around as much as they dig the street out.  If it is going to be such that now you are 
shifting the burden to the property owner - it is not my fire plug.  The neighborhood benefits 
from the fire plug yet you are actually going to fine me if it happens to be mine – if I happen to 
don’t dig it out.  You don’t tell me how much to dig out around.  It says to clear around it or 
whatever.  It doesn’t tell you exactly how many square foot or inches or circumference or any of 
that. 
 
Mr. Ten Hoeve: Yes, it does.  It specifically requires a five foot perimeter. 
 
Frank Fenwick: I don’t recall but it may be my memory.  It says within five feet.   It 
doesn’t tell you around.  It says clear around. 
 
Mr. Ten Hoeve: It says a five foot perimeter of the center of the hydrant. 
 
Frank Fenwick: O.k., that is a lot for somebody to shovel when it is how many feet high 
and packed from a snow plow. 
 
Mr. Ten Hoeve: The other comment – the ordinance already….. 
 
Frank Fenwick: Can I please talk – you let me talk – you keep on interrupting.  I am not 
comfortable doing this please. 
 
Mayor Maguire: We certainly appreciate you coming out. 
 
Mr. Fenwick:  I was fortunate this past snowstorm.   My neighbor went around and did 
everybody on the cul-de-sac.   We didn’t ask him.   He is a really nice guy but is he now going to 
have to clean the fire plug as well?  There is another guy on my block who is twenty-five (25) 
years older than me.  We can’t do all of these things.   So we are disabled if we are seniors - so 
now the town has a war on seniors and disabled people because of fire hydrants in the snow.  If 
that is the case, I would like that fire hydrant removed from where it is because you are now 
putting the burden on me that wasn’t there for twenty-five (25) years and now when I go to sell 
my property – which I am probably going to have to do because you keep on putting odd 
ordinances on that burden me – I have to disclose this to the next person.    If I have a choice of 
buying Frank’s house with a fire plug or Joe’s house next door that doesn’t have a fire plug, I’ll 
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buy Joe’s house – I won’t buy Frank’s.   So you are going to reduce the property taxes because 
you are impeding the value of the house.   I don’t mean to be facetious.  Thank you for the 
humorous laugh.  Thank you. 
 
Councilmember Misciagna:   I think you are being facetious because we don’t live in Buffalo 
we live in Park Ridge, New Jersey. 
 
Mr. Fenwick:   I know – I’ve lived here for twenty-five (25) years. 
 
Councilmember Misciagna:   Well, apparently you’re not…how many bad storms do we have 
that this is such a burden? 
 
Mr. Fenwick:   Apparently you haven’t lived on 5 Mae Court.   
 
Councilmember Misciagna:    I’ve lived longer …. 
 
Mr. Fenwick:   That’s fine.  You don’t live where I am.  You don’t see where I’m at in the cul-
de-sac where the snow all goes.  I don’t complain about it.  I’ve never complained about it. 
 
Mayor Maguire: Let Mr. Fenwick finish.  Finish your comments and then I do want to 
address it. 
 
Mr. Fenwick:  Again, I understand the need to have fire hydrants cleared when you have 
an inordinate amount of snow but what is inordinate amount?  When does this have to happen?  
Who is going to be responsible for the fine?  If the fire plug is mine, I don’t want it.   If the fire 
plug is used for the benefit of the community, cool.   Are they going to pitch in and help dig or I 
get stuck conceptually with a seventy-five dollars ($75.00) fine.   If I drop dead or have a heart 
attack because I am shoveling this thing out, who is going to pay my bills?  What are we doing 
here?  What is the intent and then what did you write?    That is all I am pointing out – and 
please, the town has to know how many people have fire hydrants.  They have to know where 
they are – and from a courtesy – I know you can put announcements out – what does it take to 
contact those people individually and let them know about this – not much. 
 
Mayor Maguire: First, I want to thank you for coming out tonight and commend you for the 
comments and that is why we do this process which calls for an introduction of an ordinance and 
this is the appropriate time for these comments because the Council had a lot of these discussions 
and certainly the same concerns.  I will try to answer some of your questions and tell you why 
this ordinance was presented to us from the public safety group.  We do have all the hydrants 
mapped.   There is a GIS System we have in the Borough so we know exactly where each of the 
hydrants are and we can certainly check exactly the location of the hydrant on your block.  As 
we discussed this, we did not want to fine anybody but there is a public safety factor that goes 
into having a hydrant in front of your home.  Now, I appreciate you getting your comments and 
your concerns and the issues that you raised here in terms of someone not being able to shovel it 
out, but as a community we want to make sure that those hydrants are available to everyone –  to 
the Fire Department in the event. 
 
Mr. Fenwick:  So how does this solve that particular case?  You have a similar instance – 
there is a storm drain on the other side of my property.  The snow plow comes – it gets covered.   
Bob Balentine - bless his heart – comes out there and cleans the storm drain.   The guy is twenty 
plus years older than me.  I get real nervous. 
 
Mayor Maguire: I know Bob and I could see him doing that. 
 
Mr. Fenwick:  And you know him- you know you can’t stop him. 
 
Mayor Maguire: Sure.   It is a related ordinance but it goes to this point – sidewalks.  
We’ve had this discussion about sidewalks. You don’t have a sidewalk in front of your home but 
folks that have a sidewalk in front of their home, they are required to shovel those sidewalks. 
 
Mr. Fenwick  If they bought a house with a sidewalk the ordinance was in place.   I lived 
in Fair Lawn all my life.  We have sidewalks everywhere.   We knew you had to clean the 
sidewalk.   The last house I bought in Fair Lawn was because the guy dropped dead from 
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shoveling his sidewalk.  The point here is I own a house for twenty-five (25) years without this 
kind of ordinance and the town found a way in the past to solve this problem.   Now, you are 
saying the town is not going to do it – you, the homeowner, has to all of a sudden do this.  It has 
to be changed especially if somebody like me – It took me a long time to clean out my driveway. 
 
Mayor Maguire: I think part of the reason why we had this request come to us –it wasn’t 
something that the Council thought up on their own and said let’s go after people with hydrants.  
There was a concern and it was raised by the Fire Department that they were the ones that were 
doing it - so it is the Volunteer Fire Department that was coming out and shoveling at the time.   
I think they stopped that because honestly we don’t have the volunteers to do it.  This was going 
to create the recognition that this was an issue and that we did not want to have a scenario 
whereby there is a fire and we can’t find the hydrant because it is buried somewhere so that was 
our thinking and our thought process. 
 
Mr. Fenwick:  You know you can find it - you can put those pole flags on it for that very 
reason. 
 
Council President Bosi: Let me add just a couple of comments here.   I am on the Fire 
Department and I am going to address some of those concerns and also I’ve gone out with the 
guys plowing.   They have a concerted effort on where they put the snow. 
 
Mr. Fenwick:  It reaches a point where there is no place to put the snow. 
 
Council President Bosi: Agreed – when it is in volume, yes, but they do every attempt.  I go 
out with them every single year multiple times snow plowing.   They do the best job that they 
can do and not bury the fire hydrants as well as storm drains.   Cul-de-sacs are difficult – you 
know what I am saying. 
 
Mr. Fenwick:  I live on one. 
 
Council President Bosi: I realize you live on one.  They do the best that they can in doing it 
but when there is a lot of snow like we had about a month ago, there are only so many places you 
can put it and they do the best job that they can.  Now, from a Fire Department’s perspective – 
I’m on the Fire Department – if I am coming to your house and that snow is frozen to undig that 
hydrant will probably take two to three minutes of valuable time and a fire doubles in size I think 
every one or two minutes.   The reason for that ordinance is for us to make the connection as 
quickly as possible to the fire hydrant.   
 
Mr. Fenwick:  I appreciate that. 
 
Council President Bosi: You are asking the Fire Department which is really a volunteer 
based organization to go out and dig fire hydrants. 
 
Mr. Fenwick:  I’m not asking that. 
 
Council President Bosi: I think you did ask that. 
 
Mr. Fenwick:  No, I said that was how the town found a way to handle it before.  Now, 
you are asking the homeowner to do it and I wasn’t required to when I moved here. 
 
Council President Bosi: Sometimes laws and ordinances are put in to protect… 
 
Mr. Fenwick:  So move the fire plug off my property, alright, especially with my health 
conditions.  Do I need to get a doctor’s note?   I mean this is early on in this conversation. 
 
Mayor Maguire: O.k., I think we got the gist of your comments, Mr. Fenwick.   The 
Council is not going to vote on this.   This was the introduction.   
  
Mr. Fenwick:  I think it needs to be thought out more. 
 
Mayor Maguire: I appreciate your comments.   Like I said, in summary, there are folks who 
would struggle with having to shovel out the fire hydrant and we will certainly consider that. 
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Mr. Fenwick:  Otherwise, you need to put a sign up in town – if you are sick you have to 
move out when you start having health problems or we are going to (inaudible). 
I am going to start putting ordinances on the book.  I am not trying to belittle it.   I’m really not.  
It is a real problem.  I know I experienced this shoveling my driveway.   I’m not looking for you 
to shovel my driveway.  Here you are putting an onus on me because there is a fire plug on or 
near my property for the benefit of the community and you are making me the sole person who is 
responsible.  Yet, when there is a fire at the house next door - of course, come open it up and 
take the water out of it.  I never thought twice of it but now you are putting the burden on me by 
an ordinance so then I get to to pay the fine and the guy up the street gets to be scot free. 
 
Mayor Maguire: Thank you, Mr. Fenwick, we certainly appreciate it and it was not the 
intent to fine people.  In concept, it was to protect the public but that is why we do this process 
and again I thank you for coming out and commenting on the ordinance.   We will consider it. 
 
 
Mayor Maguire asks for a motion to pass this ordinance on the first reading by title and it Be 
published in full in The Ridgewood News with notice of Public Hearing to be held on March 8,

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection has promulgated recycling 
regulations to implement the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act; and  
 

WHEREAS, the recycling regulations impose on municipalities certain requirements as a condition for 
applying for tonnage grants, including but not limited to, making and keeping accurate, verifiable records of 
materials collected and claimed by the municipality; and  
 

WHEREAS, a resolution authorizing this municipality to apply for the 2015 Recycling Tonnage Grant will 
memorialize the commitment of this municipality to recycling and to indicate the assent of the Mayor and Council 
of the Borough of Park Ridge to the efforts undertaken by the municipality and the requirements contained in the 
Recycling Act and recycling regulations; and 
 

WHEREAS, such a resolution should designate the individual authorized to ensure the application is 
properly completed and timely filed. 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Park Ridge that 
the Borough of Park Ridge hereby endorses the submission of the recycling tonnage grant application to the New 
Jersey Department of Environmental Protection and designates Kelley R. O’Donnell, Borough Clerk / Administrator 
to ensure that the application is properly filed; and  
 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the monies received from the recycling tonnage grant be deposited in 
a dedicated recycling trust fund to be used solely for the purposes of recycling.

 Chief, today we made a historic accomplishment by putting in place the first school 
teaching webinar in Park Ridge history.  School psychologist, Andrew Yeager, broadcast from 
Park Ridge High School and I broadcast from Park Ridge Police Headquarters.  Although we 
were in two different locations, we were able to teach together and be beamed into classrooms to 
two elementary schools live.   Our audience was seven classes in West Ridge and seven classes 
in East Brook School.   The fourteen classes were made up of students from 4th, 5th, and 6th 
grade.   We had webcams so kids could watch us as we taught and at the end the kids could ask 
questions.   Our topic was the impact of technology on kids and how kids need to understand the 
dangers besides the positive uses of tech innovation.  The event took place between 12:45 and 
1:30 today.   We hope this was the first of many webinars to capitalize on the positive uses of 
technology for teaching.   We want to thank West Ridge Principal, Christine McCaffery, and 
East Brook Principal, Kevin Stokes.  We also want to thank Lisa Bernardo from Park Ridge 
Schools for initiating the webinar idea.   We are still awaiting feedback but are extremely happy 
on how the event unfolded and we believe we found an amazing way to educate our kids and 
utilize long distance learning to our advantage.

I know a lot of the team members came from 
Park Ridge and grew up with the PRAA training.   Keith was a Commissioner for a while and 
Scott Galdi – so congratulations to the State Champions. 
 
Mayor Maguire: Thanks, Bob.   It has been a thrill watching them.   They call it the 
Emerson/Park Ridge Wrestling Team but ten of the thirteen starting wrestlers are from Park 
Ridge so we are very proud of them.  The big headline is they are the first public school state 
champs from Bergen County –historic - good stuff. 
 
Councilmember Misciagna:  I coached all of them in the same vein – the younger kids 
were undefeated this year and they are doing league teams.   The up and coming kids are going 
to keep that tradition alive. 
 
Mayor Maguire: Great wrestling program in Park Ridge. 
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Councilmember Oppelt: One other thing, Mayor, if I may.  Plans are well underway for the 
Memorial Day Parade this year – I know it is not even March.   We are looking at nasty, cold 
weather out there tonight but it will be as in past starting in the morning and following with the 
parade and then of course the Legion will host an event at the Legion Hall.   Dick Bozzone will 
act as Chairman again this year so we are looking forward to that. 
 
Mayor Maguire:  Excellent, thanks, Bob. 
 
 
Councilmember Capilli:      Thank you, Mr. Mayor.  Just for the Rec Committee quickly – the 
Easter Egg Hunt is coming up March 26th -10:30 a.m. Davies Field – the date had been set -so 
good news – a lot of new interest – the  Rec Committee put a lot of volunteers on.   The Pool is 
running smoothly – their rates have been submitted.

Keith brought it up to recognize the volunteers - all the moms and dads who coach 
in town - the Trustees - the PRAA – year after year.   It is a great program that we have our kids 
in.   
 
Mayor Maguire: Excellent – thanks, Matt – looking forward to the summer already.   It is 
pitchers and catchers with the Yankees.   Thanks, Matt. 
 
 
Councilmember Bertini:     Thank you, Terry.  I just have a few things also.  The Park Ridge 
Wellness Committee is working on a walking challenge this year that will hopefully take us from 
Park Ridge, New Jersey to Park Ridge, Illinois and there will be all sorts of opportunities for 
walking including a walk with the Mayor and walk with Council President Bosi.   There will be a 
history walk, a Green Team walk and a lot of other fun activities so we are looking forward to 
that. 
 
The Atrium for Senior Living is helping us with blood pressure and sugar screenings at the end 
of the program.  The Golden Age Club had a wonderful luncheon last week to celebrate 
Valentine’s Day and their 51st Anniversary as a club.   It is probably one of the oldest clubs in 
Park Ridge but very young at heart. 
 
There is a History Advisory Committee that has been working on a display project that will be 
on exhibit in Borough Hall and the first one that is planned has to do with the history of many of 
the streets where we live.   There is also a sub-committee of that group that will be looking at our 
Train Station which is a very important building and very historic building in Park Ridge to 
make sure that it is in a good state of preservation.    
 
Thanks to the Mayor, we are bringing back the quarterly newsletter and all of the various 
departments in the Borough and volunteers groups so we are working on input for that to help 
keep our residents as up to date on what is going in our town as possible.   
 
 
Mayor Maguire: Thank you, June.   I have another article for the newsletter.    I’ll talk to 
you about it and looking forward to the walk and hopefully it is a little warmer when we do it. 
 
Councilmember Bertini: I actually got my first draft today. 
 
 
Council President Bosi:  Thank you, Mayor. 
 
On the Finance Committee – We are currently in the 2016 budget process -having met several 
times with the Finance Committee and we are progressing nicely.  Once again, you have our 
commitment that we will present a fiscally responsible budget.   We will keep you updated on 
our progress.  As always, there will always be the Budget Newsletter going out along with the 
Public Hearing - the dates to be determined. 
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On the Utilities Front – I would like to commend our Road Department once again for jobs well 
done.    While we have not had any big snow storms since my last report, we have had some 
minor nuisances and as always our guys did a great job.   Along with that, the Road Department 
is actively filling pot holes as they arise.  Should any residents like to report a pot hole, they can 
reach out to myself or DPW Manager, Peter Wayne. 
 
On the Electric Front – There have been no reported major outages.   Once again, the crews are 
busy working on some major initiatives throughout the Borough. 
 
Water Department – As many of you may or may not be aware, our current Water Supervisor, 
Billy Hahn, will be retiring this upcoming May.   After a lengthy search we have hired 
Christopher O’Leary as Bill’s replacement and he will be shadowing Bill for the next few 
months.   Christopher holds the same license as Billy Hahn.  I would like to thank Bill for his 
long term career here at the Water Department and a very relaxing and enjoyable retirement. 
 
Library – I encourage our residents to check out our Library.   They have many resources and 
activities for our residents including some museum passes that you can take at no cost. 
 
The Green Team – The Bi-State Cleanup is scheduled for Saturday, April 23rd from 9:00am-1:00 
pm at the Pavilion.   This year looks to be the biggest so far with various sponsors, partners and 
groups including Suez, which is the old United Water, Hackensack Riverkeeper, Keep Rockland 
Beautiful, Bergen Swan, Hillsdale Environmental Commission, Woodcliff Lake Green Team and 
River Vale Green.  It is a great event - it cleans up that whole area there.   Additionally, we have 
applied for a grant for Electric charging stations for the Borough.   We should hear whether we 
received the grant on or around March 24th. 
 
Regarding grants, we have received two grants over the last six weeks.  If you read in the paper, 
we received $24,000 from the DEP for the walkway along the reservoir and another $6,000 from 
NJ DEP Bonus Recycling Grant for funding for the installation of recycling receptacles within 
public buildings, parks, and along public corridors. 
 
 
Mayor Maguire: Excellent.  Thanks, Rich.   On the grant front, certainly making a lot of 
progress there and the grant you mentioned for the walkway was a joint grant with Woodcliff 
Lake so we both received money and that will facilitate the construction of the trail connecting 
Sulak Recreation area down into the reservoir property and eventually terminating down into 
Hillsdale.   An exciting project with all the towns coming together and Suez Water to put that 
together.   Before I move on to minutes, I want to again welcome Donna.   I know I’ve worked 
with you on the Board of Health and I know you worked for the County Board of Health and 
certainly appreciate everything you are going to bring to the Council.   I did want to ask you if 
you wanted to make any comments at this point. 
 
Councilmember Szot: I just wanted to say that I very much appreciate the confidence in 
the Board and especially you, Mayor Maguire, in my ability to fulfill the obligations of this 
position. I think Park Ridge is a very special place and I am proud to be a resident here thirty-
five (35) years and now I am proud to serve.  This reminds me of a saying I used to keep in my 
office at work – actually it is annotated to Helen Keller and she said that “when we try to go it 
alone we get very little done but together we can accomplish much” and that is my whole 
purpose for doing this is to serve the residents of Park Ridge and working with you and the 
committees that I’m assigned to do them much. 
 
Mayor Maguire: Well said, Donna, and I think we have the right team in place – so, 
welcome.
