OLD BUSINESS:

	Discussion of Natural Resource Inventory
Board continued its discussion of whether to recommend a Natural Resource Inventory done.  Board questioned the advantage since the borough is 98% developed and whether there would be an advantage to having one at this point.  Board acknowledged that the Master Plan recommended that one be done but that this recommendation had happened several years ago and since that time the Board has been engaged in environmental issues including changes made to the ordinances.

Board discussed that the issue of steep slopes had initiated the recommendation in the Master Plan but after further study on a Steep Slope Ordinance it was found that it would affect only one piece of property in the entire borough and that was one of the reasons the Natural Resource Inventory was not pursued.

Planner and Engineer discussed what the N.R.I. and subsequent adoption of ordinances would achieve in a community so developed.  They also pointed out that every application is reviewed by the engineer for drainage, stormwater retention and 0 degree runoff.  Planning Board has adopted several years ago a Stormwater Management Ordinance and a review is done yearly by a board representative and Utility Board representative.

Planner reminded board that they had adopted a Green Ordinance earlier this year giving benefits to residents who utilized a “green approach” in their construction and gave additional density benefits to a LEED certified house.

After much discussion it was determined that the Board Chairman and the Board representative to the Green Team issue an invitation to the Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Green Team for a meeting in either February or March to explain the board’s decision and to hear the goals/mission of the Green Team.


NEW BUSINESS:

Board discussed Chapter 40-8, Alcoholic Beverages – Distance between licensed premises, which was being done at the request of the Mayor and Council.

Copies of Chapter 40-8 had been distributed and board questioned why there was a distance limit in the ordinance.  Planner responded it had been adopted by a governing body in 1965 and while some communities did have a restriction, many more did not.

Board Secretary advised she had researched the surrounding communities and none had distance restrictions.

Board felt there was no advantage or reason for this and instructed the Board Secretary to send a letter to the Mayor and Council recommending eliminating the requirement totally.
